With a rich history and gorgeous scenes, it’s
no wonder people come from all over the
world to visit the San Bernardino County
Mountains. Visitors play an important role in
the countywide effort to help protect the forest
from fire:

e Campfires are only permitted in designated
fire rings at developed sites. Check with
your local fire agency for other open fire
restrictions

e Supervise children near campfires or stoves

e Never leave food unattended on a stove-top
or barbecue

e Never leave a campfire unattended, and
completely extinguish campfires before
leaving

e Place ashes in a metal container, add water
and place on a noncombustible surface

e Dispose of cigarette butts in the proper
receptacles

® Do not ride your brakes when driving down
the mountain

® Plan your emergency route
